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SA Rally Raid has officially adopted the
international trend of Electronic Roadbooks
starting from Round One of the 2026 season!
The introduction of the digital roadbook for the
2026 season is a strategic step in the continued
evolution of the SA Rally Raid Championship.
Rally Raid globally has moved toward digital
navigation, and aligning ensures South Africa
remains relevant, competitive and
internationally connected.

The digital roadbook is an electronic version of
the traditional navigation document, displayed
on a dedicated Android-based device using the
RBR Roadbook Reader system.

Archie Rutherford, CEO of SA Rally Raid, says
the move represents a long-term investment in
the sport. “The adoption of the RBR Electronic
Roadbook is about strengthening the
professionalism, safety and global standing of
SA Rally Raid. This transition aligns us directly
with international best practice and ensures our
competitors are equipped with the same tools
used on the world stage.”

From a safety perspective, it reduces distraction
and improves situational awareness in the
cockpit. It also strengthens fairness and
competitiveness through the standardised
distribution and controlled release of navigation
information. At the same time, it future-proofs
the championship by adopting the technology
direction of modern rally raid, while improving
operational efficiency by streamlining organiser
workflows and allowing us to adapt more
quickly to unforeseen route changes.

Safety is one of the primary benefits of the
system. The digital roadbook reduces physical
interaction  with navigation  equipment,
minimises distraction at speed and provides
clearer, more stable information.
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Operationally, the system mirrors procedures
used at Dakar and other international rally raid
events — offering local competitors the major
advantage of getting exposure to the same
tools, systems and expectations found at the
highest level of the sport.

This recognition is crucial to our ongoing negotiations
with the FIA, FIM, ASO and MSA to host a round of the
World Rally Raid Championship (W2RC) in South Africa
in 2027 and beyond.
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The SA Rally-Raid Championship (SARRC) is based
on four categories Ultimate, Adventurer,
Challenger and SSV, which align, but in certain
instances do not conform one hundred percent
with the FIA World Rally-Raid Championship
(W2RC) Regulations.

The Ultimate category is the top-tier, premier
class of the championship. These are high-
performance vehicles designed to full FIA
specifications, typically featuring larger wheels,
increased suspension travel, and superior power

with the FIA- specified Marelli boost
loggers to meet the FIA performance
control rules requiring the engine
calibration and certification process to
be performed by the FIA appointed
service provider in France.

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Adventurer Category

This is a unique category and class to the SARRC
and considered the secondary, more accessible
class, often referred to as T1, a predecessor to the
Ultimate FIA T1+ and SA T1+ vehicles.

The category caters for vehicles with different
technical specifications i.e. smaller wheels,
narrower track, shorter suspension travel, etc. to
the top-tier Ultimate classes, and designed to be
more cost effective, to keep existing competitors
in the sport and provide a stepping stone for
developing competitors into the sport and
ultimately into the premier classes.

While extremely competitive, they generally trail
the top-tier Ultimate T1+ vehicles in speed and
performance but still deliver a competitive
environment and an entertaining show for
spectators. Their race number prefix 4.

SSV Category

The category runs to SA Regulations founded on the
FIA regulations for mass produced recreational
vehicles such as the imported Can-Am production
models but adapted to suite local conditions.

Although strong contenders in various FIA
international events the Challenger and SSV classes
for lightweight prototype vehicles has yet to capture
the imagination of the South African motorsport
fraternity. All vehicles competing in the SARRC are
subject to the National Road Traffic Act including
being licensed and road worthy and obeying the rule
of the road.

Top speed racing speed limits are set at 1770km/h for
Ultimate and Adventurer and 135km/h and 125km/h
for Challenger and SSV respectively. Outside of
racing sections, the prescribed rule of the road
applies.

Challenger Category
The category consists of two classes, Classic and
Lightweight Prototype Vehicles

The Classic class vehicles are the older vehicles, ie.
Production class T and D and Specials classes A
and P.

The Challenger class is a car built to FIA art 286
Light Weight Prototype regulations, and feature in
the Dakar Rally and the W2RC championship. A
purpose built competition Side by Side,
characterised by nimble manoeuvrability,
advanced technology and speed and regarded as
an entry level class in the W2RC

The Off Road Marshal Unit (ORMU) and their dedicated race marshals
are the unsung heroes of our sport volunteering their time and
expertise to make our sport possible.

Motorsport marshals are trained and Motorsport South Africa (MSA)
licensed volunteers responsible for the safety of competitors, officials,
and spectators and considered the "beating heart" of motorsport,
providing immediate response to incidents, maintaining safety,
controlling enthusiastic onlookers and enabling events to run
efficiently. They are the ‘eyes and ears’ of race control.

Marshalling is a family orientated activity often involving husband
and wife combinations and their offsprings with a passion for
motorsport and the outdoors as they spend long hours exposed to
the often arduous weather conditions.

Pending the route layout of events ORMU deploy between 30 — 35
marshals per event, with this number increasing significantly on a
marathon event. On SARRC events marshal teams are primarily
made up of two persons per point and report to the Chief Marshal,
his or her assistant post chiefs and ultimately the Clerk of the Course.

Prior to events the Chief Marshal in conjunction with the Clerk of the
Course and the Route Director prepare a concise marshal
deployment plan detailing each marshal point covering the entire
event and specifying the exact location and the required duties.
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Information sharing in today's fast paced world is vital
and should be instantaneous, global, and highly digital.
